First Reading: 2 Samuel 12:7-10, 13

Because God was displeased with the actions of Da-
vid concerning Uriah's death in order to marry Bath-
sheba, God sent Nathan to reprimand David. Nathan
reminds David that God anointed him King of Israel
and victor over Saul. David realizes his sin against

God, but Nathan continues to reveal to David that
the child to be born to him shall die.

Second Reading: Galatians 2:16, 19-21

Paul writes of the struggles between Gentiles and
Jews who both now profess belief in Christ Jesus.
Paul proclaims his life in Christ, working towards
unity and faith in the Son of God.

Gospel: Luke 7:36—8:3

While Jesus was dining at the home of a Pharisee, a
woman of the city who was a sinner, came and
anointed his feet with oil. Weeping, her tears fell up-
on Jesus' feet and she dried them with her hair. Be-
cause of the woman's respect and love, Jesus forgives
her sins.

ADEQUATE ATTIRE FOR MASS

The Mass is a sacred celebration that
calls for adequate attire, which should
be festive and modest. Festive, since the
Eucharist is the most important celebra-
tion, having the living God as its main
participant. It should be modest so that
we are in tune with the sacredness of the church and
help other worshippers to focus on God, and not on
our bodies. Festive attire will be better served with-
out jeans, T-shirts and sport clothing. For modesty,
men are encouraged to come without shorts or
sleeveless shirts. Women are encouraged to come
continually covered from shoulders to knees, with-
out low cuts, strapless or spaghetti strap tops; with-
out miniskirts or shorts and without revealing or
tight clothing. In this way, our participation in the
Eucharist starts at home as we get ready, beginning
with our garments, to participate in the anticipation
of the glory of heaven. As you see the priests, they
keep wearing sacred garments, also, during the sum-
mer, which helps us all understand that something
unique is being celebrated in the Eucharist.

MANNER OF RECEIVING COMMUNION
If you choose to receive communion in your hands,
please remember that you should place
your hands in the shape of a cross at the
height of your heart and place the host in
your mouth in front of the minister with-
out walking with the host on your hands.

VESTIMENTA ADECUADA PARA MISA

La Misa es una celebracion sagrada que
pide un vestuario adecuado, que debe
ser festivo y modesto. Festivo porque la
Eucaristia es la fiesta mas importante
donde Dios vivo estd presente. Modesto
de modo que estemos en armonia con el
lugar sagrado y ayudemos a los demas a centrarse
en Dios y no en nuestros cuerpos. El traje festivo se
ve mejor sin jeans, camisetas y ropa de deporte. Por
modestia se anima a los hombres a no venir en pan-
talones cortos o camisas sin mangas. Se anima a las
mujeres a venir cubiertas de hombros a rodillas, sin
escote bajos, camisas sin tirantes o tipo espagueti; sin
minifaldas o pantalones cortos y ropa reveladora o
cefiida. De esta manera, nuestra participacién en la
Eucaristia comienza desde nuestras casas mientras
nos preparamos, comenzando con nuestra ropa, para
participar en la anticipacion de la gloria del cielo.
También los sacerdotes utilizan vestiduras sagradas
durante el verano, que nos ayuda todos a entender
que algo muy importante se esta celebrando en la
Eucaristia

COMO RECIBIR LA COMUNION

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EXPLANATION OF THE MASS: INTRODUCTORY RITES

g Everything in between and including
the entrance procession and the
opening prayer is called
“Introductory Rites.” According to

| the General Instruction on the Roman
L Missal (GIRM), “the purpose of these
' rites is that the faithful coming to-
gether take on the form of a commu-
nity and prepare themselves to listen
to God's word and celebrate the Eu-

W charist properly.” (GIRM, 24)

W - The Entrance of the Celebrant and
! the Singing that Accompanies It
“The antiphon and psalm may be used or another song
that is suited to this part of the Mass, the day, or the sea-
sons.” (GIRM, 26) By its nature, it is a processional, sol-
emn and festive song that corresponds to the people and
whose “purpose is to open the celebration, intensify the
unity of the gathered people, and lead their thoughts to
the mystery of the season or feast.” (GIRM, 25) It is fre-
quently simply an opening song that is not accompanied
by any procession to the altar, perhaps because it is a daily
celebration or because it takes place in a location with lit-
tle space. In any case, it is convenient to have the entrance

song so as to dispose the congregation and the celebrant
for the celebration.

- The Veneration of the Altar

The entrance procession ends in the veneration of the al-
tar, as a symbol of Christ and location of the Eucharistic
sacrifice. This veneration is expressed with three signs: the
bow, the kiss and the incensation. The bow is a very ex-
pressive sign of respect that forms part of the religious
patrimony of all nations. Directed towards the altar, the
gesture becomes an act of homage towards Christ, to-
wards the place of sacrifice and the table of the Lord. At
the same time it is transformed into a humble supplication
for the fruits of Redemption.

The veneration gesture is completed with the kiss. As the
altar symbolizes Christ and the minister kisses it in the
name of the entire community gathered there, it is a kiss
of greeting and of love between the Church and her
spouse Christ. This veneration, commenced with the bow
and the kiss, can be completed with the incensation. The
primary symbol of this is honor, even though it also in-
cludes that of purification and sanctification, as appears in
the rites for the dedication of an altar, of which each incen-
sation is a remembrance.

EXPLICACION DE LA MISA:

Se llaman “Ritos introductorios”
los comprendidos entre la pro-
cesion de entrada y la Oraciéon Co-
lecta, ambos incluidos. Segun la
Ordenacién General del Misal Ro-
mano (OGMR), tienen como £
“finalidad lograr que los fieles < ucharisc
reunidos constituyan una comuni-

dad y se dispongan a oir como conviene la Palabra de
Dios y a celebrar dignamente la Eucaristia” (OGMR, 24).

- La entrada del celebrante y el canto que lo acompaiia.
Actualmente “puede emplearse para este canto o la antifo-
na con su salmo u otro canto acomodado a la accién sagra-
da o la indole del dia o del tiempo littrgico” (OGMR, 26).
Por su naturaleza es un canto procesional, solemne y festi-
vo, que corresponde de suyo al pueblo, y pretende “abrir
la celebracién, fomentar la unién de quienes se han reuni-
do e introducir sus pensamientos en la contemplacién del
misterio littdrgico o de la fiesta” (OGMR, 25). Con frecuen-
cia es un canto de apertura, dado que no acompafia a nin-
guna procesion hasta el altar, quiza porque se trata de una
celebracién cotidiana o porque se realiza en un lugar poco

espacioso. Con todo, es conveniente para disponer a la
celebracion.

- Veneracion del altar.

La procesiéon de entrada desemboca naturalmente en la
veneracion del altar, como simbolo de Cristo y lugar del
sacrificio eucaristico. Esta veneracion se expresa con tres
signos: la inclinacion, el beso y la incensacién. La inclina-
cién es un signo de respeto muy expresivo que forma par-
te del patrimonio religioso de todos los pueblos; dirigido
al altar, el gesto se convierte en un acto de homenaje a
Cristo, al lugar del sacrificio y a la mesa del Sefior, y se
transforma a la vez en una staplica humilde de los frutos
de la Redencion. El gesto de veneracién se completa con
el beso. Como el altar simboliza a Cristo y el ministro lo
besa en nombre de toda la comunidad reunida, es un beso
de saludo y de amor entre la Iglesia Esposa y el Esposo
Cristo.

Esta veneraciéon puede completarse con la incensacién,
cuyo simbolismo primario es de honor, aunque incluye
también los significados de purificacién y santificacion,
segun aparece en los ritos de la dedicacién del altar, de la
que cada incensacién es un recuerdo (OGMR, 235).
