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POPE FRANCIS ON THE SOLEMNITY OF PENTECOST: THE HOLY SPIRIT AND HOPE
In the imminence of the Solemnity of Pentecost, we cannot but speak of the relation there is between Christian hope and
the Holy Spirit. The Spirit is the wind that drives us on, that keeps us on the way, makes us feel ourselves pilgrims and
strangers, and does not permit us to ensconce ourselves and to become a “sedentary” people.
The Letter to the Hebrews compares hope to an anchor (Cf. 6:18-19); and to this image we can add that of the sail. If the
anchor is what gives the boat security and keeps it “anchored” between the waves of the sea, the sail, instead, is what
makes it go and advance on the waters. Hope is truly like a sail; it receives the wind of the Spirit and transforms it into the
driving force that pushes the boat, depending on the circumstances, to the open sea or to the shore.
The Apostle Paul ends his Letter to the Romans with this wish: hear well, listen well to this beautiful wish: “May the God
of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, so that by the power of the Holy Spirit you may abound in hope
(15:13). Let us reflect a bit on the content of this very beautiful word.
The expression “God of hope” does not only mean that God is the object of our hope, namely Him that we hope to reach
one day in eternal life. It also means that God is He that already now makes us hope, rather, He makes us “rejoice in
hope™: rejoicing now in hope, and not only hoping to rejoice. It is the joy of hoping, now today, and not hoping to have
joy. “While there is life, there is hope,” states a popular saying. And the contrary is also true: while there is hope, there is
life. Men have need of hope to live and they have need of the Holy Spirit to hope.
We heard Saint Paul, who attributes to the Holy Spirit the capacity to make us even “abound in hope.” To abound in hope
means never to be discouraged; it means to hope “against all hope”, namely, to hope also when every human motive for
hope fails, as it was for Abraham, when God asked him to sacrifice to Him his only son, Isaac, and as it was, even more
so, for the Virgin Mary under Jesus’ cross.
The Holy Spirit makes this invincible hope possible, giving us the interior testimony that we are children of God and His
heirs. How could He who gave us His only Son not give us everything else together with Him? “Hope — brothers and sis-
ters — does not disappoint: hope does not disappoint, because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Ho-
ly Spirit who has been given to us”. Therefore, it does not disappoint, because the Holy Spirit is within us who pushes us
to go on, always! And because of this, hope does not disappoint. Brothers and sisters, may the forthcoming feast of Pente-
cost, which is the birthday of the Church, find us in accord in prayer with Mary, Jesus’ Mother and ours. And may the gift
of the Holy Spirit make us abound in hope. I will say more to you: may it make us fritter away hope with all those who
are most in need, most rejected and all those that have need. Thank you.

EL PAPA FRANCISCO HABLA SOBRE PENTECOSTES
Ante la inminencia de la Solemnidad de Pentecostés no podemos dejar de hablar de la relacion existente entre la esperanza
cristiana y el Espiritu Santo. El Espiritu es el viento que nos impulsa adelante, que nos mantiene en camino, nos hace sen-
tir peregrinos y forasteros, y no nos permite recostarnos y convertirnos en un pueblo “sedentario”. La Carta a los Hebreos
compara la esperanza con un ancla; y a esta imagen podemos agregar aquella de la vela. Si el ancla da seguridad a la barca
y la tiene “anclada” entre el oleaje del mar, la vela en cambio, la hace caminar y avanzar sobre las aguas. La esperanza es
de verdad como una vela; esa recoge el viento del Espiritu Santo y la transforma en fuerza motriz que empuja la nave,
segun sea el caso, al mar o a la orilla. El apostol Pablo concluye su Carta a los Romanos con este deseo, escuchen bien,
escuchen bien qué bonito deseo: ‘Que el Dios de la esperanza los llene de alegria y de paz en la fe, para que la esperanza
sobreabunde en ustedes por obra del Espiritu Santo’. Reflexionemos un poco sobre el contenido de estas bellisimas
palabras. La expresion “Dios de la esperanza” no quiere decir solamente que Dios es el objeto de nuestra esperanza, es
decir, de Quien tenemos la esperanza de alcanzar un dia en la vida eterna; quiere decir también que Dios es Quien ya ahora
nos da esperanza, es mas, nos hace ‘alegres en la esperanza’: alegres de en la esperanza, y no solo la esperanza de ser feli-
ces. Es la alegria de esperar y no esperar de tener la alegria. Hoy. “Mientras haya vida, hay esperanza”, dice un dicho pop-
ular; y es verdad también lo contrario: mientras hay esperanza, hay vida. Los hombres tienen necesidad de la esperanza
para vivir y tienen necesidad del Espiritu Santo para esperar. San Pablo —hemos escuchado— atribuye al Espiritu Santo la
capacidad de hacernos incluso ‘sobreabundar en la esperanza’. Abundar en la esperanza significa no desanimarse nunca;
significa esperar ‘contra toda esperanza’, es decir, esperar incluso cuando disminuye todo motivo humano para esperar,
como fue para Abraham cuando Dios le pidi6 sacrificar a su inico hijo, Isaac, y aiin mas como fue para la Virgen Maria
bajo la cruz de Jesus.
El Espiritu Santo hace posible esta esperanza invencible dindonos el testimonio interior de que somos hijos de Dios y sus
herederos. ;Cémo podria Aquel que nos ha dado a su propio Hijo tnico no darnos todo con EI?. ‘La esperanza —hermanos
y hermanas— no defrauda: la esperanza no defrauda, porque el amor de Dios ha sido derramado en nuestros corazones por
medio del Espiritu Santo, que nos ha sido dado’. Por esto no defrauda, porque esta el Espiritu Santo dentro que nos impul-
sa a ir adelante, siempre adelante. Y por esto la esperanza no defrauda.
Hermanos y hermanas, la proxima fiesta de Pentecostés —que es el cumpleanos de la Iglesia: Pentecostés— esta proxima
fiesta de Pentecostés nos encuentre concordes en la oracion, con Maria, la Madre de Jesus y nuestra. Y el don del espiritu
Santo nos haga sobreabundar en la esperanza. Les diré mas: nos haga derrochar esperanza con todos aquellos que estan
mas necesitados, los mas descartados y por todos aquellos que tienen necesidad. Graciasy.
