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DEAR BROTHERS AND SISTERS, GOOD MORNING.
In today’s Gospel, we are presented with the account of Jesus walking on the water of the lake (cf. Mt 14:22-23).

This story is a beautiful icon of the faith of the Apostle Peter. In the voice of Jesus who tells him: “Come!”, he rec-
ognizes the echo of the first encounter on the shore of that very lake, and right away, once again, he leaves the boat
and goes toward the Teacher. And he walks on the waters! The faithful and ready response to the Lord’s call al-
ways enables one to achieve extraordinary things. But Jesus himself told us that we are capable of performing mira-
cles with our faith, faith in Him, faith in his word, faith in his voice. Peter however begins to sink the moment he
looks away from Jesus and he allows himself to be overwhelmed by the hardships around him. But the Lord is al-
ways there, and when Peter calls him, Jesus saves him from danger. Peter’s character, with his passion and his
weaknesses, can describe our faith: ever fragile and impoverished, anxious yet victorious, Christian faith walks to
meet the Risen Lord, amid the world’s storms and dangers.

And the final scene is also very important. “And when they got into the boat, the wind ceased. And those in the
boat worshipped him, saying, ‘Truly you are the Son of God’!” (vv. 32-33). All the disciples are on the boat, united
in the experience of weakness, of doubt, of fear and of “little faith”. But when Jesus climbs into that boat again, the
weather suddenly changes: they all feel united in their faith in Him. All the little and frightened ones become great
at the moment in which they fall on their knees and recognize the Son of God in their Teacher. How many times the
same thing happens to us! Without Jesus, far from Jesus, we feel frightened and inadequate to the point of thinking
we cannot succeed. Faith is lacking! But Jesus is always with us, hidden perhaps, but present and ready to support
us.

This is an effective image of the Church: a boat which must brave the storms and sometimes seems on the point of
capsizing. What saves her is not the skill and courage of her crew members, but faith which allows her to walk,
even in the dark, amid hardships. Faith gives us the certainty of Jesus’ presence always beside us, of his hand which
grasps us to pull us back from danger. We are all on this boat, and we feel secure here despite our limitations and
our weaknesses. We are safe especially when we are ready to kneel and worship Jesus, the only Lord of our life.
This is what our Mother, Our Lady always reminds us. We turn to her trustingly.

QUERIDOS HERMANOS Y HERMANAS, jBUENOS DIAS!

El Evangelio de hoy nos presenta el episodio de Jesiis que camina sobre las aguas del lago. Este relato es una her-
mosa imagen de la fe del apostol Pedro. En la voz de Jesus que le dice: «Veny, él reconocio el eco del primer en-
cuentro en la orilla de ese mismo lago, e inmediatamente, una vez mas, dejo la barca y se dirigié hacia el Maestro.
Y camind sobre las aguas. La respuesta confiada y dlspomble ante la llamada del Sefior permite realizar siempre
cosas extraordinarias. Pero Jestis mismo nos dijo que somos capaces de hacer milagros con nuestra fe, la fe en El, la
fe en su palabra, la fe en su voz. En cambio Pedro comienza a hundirse en el momento en que aparta la mirada de
Jests y se deja arrollar por las adversidades que lo rodean. Pero el Sefior estd siempre alli, y cuando Pedro lo invo-
ca, Jesus lo salva del peligro. En el personaje de Pedro, con sus impulsos y sus debilidades, se describe nuestra fe:
siempre fragil y pobre, inquieta y con todo victoriosa, la fe del cristiano camina hacia el encuentro del Sefior resuci-
tado, en medio de las tempestades y peligros del mundo.

Es muy importante también la escena final. «En cuanto subieron a la barca, amaino el viento. Los de la barca se
postraron ante El diciendo: «Realmente eres Hijo de Dios»!». Sobre la barca estaban todos los discipulos, unidos
por la experiencia de la debilidad, de la duda, del miedo, de la «poca fe». Pero cuando a esa barca vuelve a subir
Jesus, el clima cambia inmediatamente: todos se sienten unidos en la fe en El. Todos, pequefios y asustados, se con-
vierten en grandes en el momento en que se postran de rodillas y reconocen en su maestro al Hijo de Dios. jCudntas
veces también a nosotros nos sucede lo mismo! Sin Jesus, lejos de Jesus, nos sentimos asustados e inadecuados
hasta el punto de pensar que ya no podemos seguir. jFalta la fe! Pero Jestis siempre esta con nosotros, tal vez ocul-
to, pero presente y dispuesto a sostenernos.

Esta es una imagen eficaz de la Iglesia: una barca que debe afrontar las tempestades y algunas veces parece estar en
la situacion de ser arrollada. Lo que la salva no son las cualidades y la valentia de sus hombres, sino la fe, que per-
mite caminar incluso en la oscuridad, en medio de las dificultades. La fe nos da la seguridad de la presencia de Je-
sus siempre a nuestro lado, con su mano que nos sostiene para apartarnos del peligro. Todos nosotros estamos en
esta barca, y aqui nos sentimos seguros a pesar de nuestros limites y nuestras debilidades. Estamos seguros sobre
todo cuando sabemos ponernos de rodillas y adorar a Jesus, el tnico Sefior de nuestra vida. A ello nos llama siem-
pre nuestra Madre, la Virgen. A ella nos dirigimos confiados.
