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POPE EMERITUS BENEDICT XVI

Dear Brothers and Sisters

In the heart of August Christians of both East and West jointly celebrate the Feast of the Assumption into Heaven of
Mary Most Holy. In the Catholic Church the Dogma of the Assumption — as is well known — was proclaimed in the
Holy Year of 1950 by my venerable Predecessor, the Servant of God Pope Pius XII. The roots of this commemora-
tion, however, are deeply embedded in the faith of the early centuries of the Church.

In the passage of the liturgy from St Luke’s Gospel, we read that “in those days Mary arose and went with haste into
the hill country, to a city of Judah” (Lk 1:39). In those days Mary hastened from Galilee to a little town in the neigh-
bourhood of Jerusalem to go and see her kinswoman Elizabeth. Today we contemplate her going up towards God’s
mountain and entering the heavenly Jerusalem, “clothed with the sun, with the moon under her feet, and on her head a
crown of twelve stars” (Rev 12:1).

The biblical passage of the Book of Revelation, which we read in the liturgy of this Solemnity, speaks of a struggle
between the woman and the dragon, between good and evil. St John seems to be presenting to us anew the very first
pages of the Book of Genesis that recount the dark and tragic event of the sin of Adam and Eve. Our first parents
were defeated by the Evil One; in the fullness of time, Jesus, the new Adam, and Mary, the new Eve, were to triumph
over the enemy once and for all, and this is the joy of this day! With Jesus' victory over evil, inner and physical death
are also defeated.

Mary was the first to take in her arms Jesus, the Son of God, become a child; she is now the first to be beside him in
the glory of Heaven.

We are celebrating a great mystery. It is above all a mystery of hope and joy for all of us: in Mary we see the destina-
tion for which are bound all who can interpret their life according to the life of Jesus, who are able to follow him as
Mary did. This Feast, then, speaks of our future. It tells us that we too shall be beside Jesus in God’s joy and invites
us to take heart, to believe that the power of Christ’s Resurrection can also work in us, making us men and women
who seek every day to live as risen ones, bringing the light of goodness into the darkness of the evil in the world.

PAPA EMERITO BENEDICTO XVI
Queridos hermanos y hermanas:

En el corazon del mes de agosto, los cristianos de Oriente y de Occidente celebran conjuntamente la fiesta de la
Asuncion de Maria santisima al cielo. En la Iglesia catdlica, el dogma de la Asuncion —como es sabido— fue pro-
clamado durante el Afio santo de 1950 por mi venerado predecesor el siervo de Dios Papa Pio XII. Esa memoria, sin
embargo, hunde sus raices en la fe de los primeros siglos de la Iglesia.

En la pagina del Evangelio de san Lucas de la liturgia, hemos leido que Maria «en aquellos dias se levantd y se puso
en camino de prisa hacia la montafia, a una ciudad de Juda» (Lc 1, 39). En aquellos dias Maria se apresur6 desde
Galilea hacia una localidad cercana a Jerusalén, para ir a encontrar a su pariente Isabel. Hoy la contemplamos su-
biendo hacia la montafia de Dios y entrando en la Jerusalén celestial, «vestida del sol, y la luna bajo sus pies y una
corona de doce estrellas sobre su cabeza» (Ap 12, 1).

La pagina biblica del Apocalipsis, que leemos en la liturgia de esta solemnidad, habla de una lucha entre la mujer y
el dragon, entre el bien y el mal. San Juan parece proponernos de nuevo las primeras paginas del libro del Génesis,
que narran la historia tenebrosa y dramatica del pecado de Adén y Eva. Nuestros progenitores fueron derrotados por
el maligno; en la plenitud de los tiempos, Jesus, nuevo Adan, y Maria, nueva Eva, vencen definitivamente al enemi-
g0, y esta es la alegria de este dia. Con la victoria de Jesus sobre el mal, también la muerte interior y la fisica quedan
derrotadas. Maria fue la primera en tomar en sus brazos al Hijo de Dios, Jests, hecho nifio, y ahora es la primera en
estar a su lado en la gloria del cielo.

Es un misterio grande el que celebramos; es sobre todo un misterio de esperanza y de alegria para todos nosotros: en
Maria vemos la meta hacia la cual caminan todos los que saben unir su propia vida a la de Jesus, que lo saben seguir
como hizo Maria. Esta fiesta, por consiguiente, habla de nuestro futuro, nos dice que también nosotros estaremos
junto a Jesus en la alegria de Dios y nos invita a tener valentia, a creer que el poder de la Resurreccion de Cristo
puede obrar también en nosotros y hacernos hombres y mujeres que cada dia tratan de vivir como resucitados, lle-
vando la luz del bien a la oscuridad del mal que hay en el mundo.
