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MESSAGE OF THE HOLY FATHER TO THE YOUTH OF THE WORLD ON
THE OCCASION OF THE 15TH WORLD YOUTH DAY

“The Word became flesh, and dwelt among us” (Jn 1:14)

Jesus went towards his death. He did not draw back from any of the consequences of his being “with

us”, Emmanuel. He took our place, ransoming us on the Cross from evil and sin (cfr Evangelium vitae 50). Just
as the Roman Centurion, seeing the manner in which Jesus died, understood that he was the Son of God

(cfr Mk 15:39) so we too, seeing and contemplating the Crucified Lord, understand who God really is, as he re-
veals in Jesus the depth of his love for mankind (cfr Redemptor hominis 9). “Passion” means a passionate love,
unconditioned self- giving: Christ’s passion is the summit of an entire life “given” to his brothers and sisters to
reveal the heart of the Father. The Cross, which seems to rise up from the earth, in actual fact reaches down
from heaven, enfolding the universe in a divine embrace. The Cross reveals itself to be “the centre, meaning and
goal of all history and of every human life” (Evangelium vitae 50).

“One man has died for all” (2 Cor 5:14): Christ “gave himself up in our place as a fragrant offering and a sacri-
fice to God” (Eph5:2). Behind the death of Jesus there is a plan of love, which the faith of the Church calls the
“mystery of the redemption”: the whole of humanity is redeemed, that is, set free from the slavery of sin and led
into the kingdom of God. Christ is Lord of heaven and earth. Whoever listens to his word and believes in the
Father, who sent him, has eternal life (cfr Jn 5:25). He is the “Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the
world” (Jn 1:29.36), the high priest who, having suffered like us, is able to share our infirmity (cfr Heb 4:14 )
and “made perfect” through the painful experience of the Cross, becomes “for all who obey him, the source of
eternal salvation” (Heb 5:9).

MENSAJE DEL SANTO PADRE A LOS JOVENES Y A LAS JOVENES DEL
MUNDO CON OCASION DE LA XV JORNADA MUNDIAL DE LA JUVENTUD

«La Palabra se hizo carne, y puso su Morada entre nosotros» (Jn 1,14)

Jests sali6 al encuentro de la muerte, no se retir6 ante ninguna de las consecuencias de su “ser con nosotros”
como Emmanuel. Se puso en nuestro lugar, rescatdndonos sobre la cruz del mal y del pecado (cfr. Evangelium
vite, 50). Del mismo modo que el centurién romano viendo como Jesus moria comprendi6 que era el Hijo de
Dios (cfr. Mc 15,39), también nosotros, viendo y contemplando el Crucifijo, podemos comprender quién es real-
mente Dios, que revela en El la medida de su amor hacia el hombre (cfr. Redemptor hominis, 9). “Pasién” quie-
re decir amor apasionado, que en el darse no hace calculos: la pasion de Cristo es el culmen de toda su existencia
“dada” a los hermanos para revelar el corazon del Padre. La Cruz, que parece alzarse desde la tierra, en realidad
cuelga del cielo, como abrazo divino que estrecha al universo. La Cruz «se manifiesta como centro, sentido y fin
de toda la historia y de cada vida humana» (Evangelium vite, 50).

«Uno muri6 por todos» (2 Cor 5,14); Cristo «se entregd por nosotros como oblacion y victima de suave aro-
may (Ef 5,2). Detras de la muerte de Jesus hay un designio de amor, que la fe de la Iglesia llama “misterio de la
redencion’: toda la humanidad esta redimida, es decir liberada de la esclavitud del pecado e introducida en el
reino de Dios. Cristo es Sefor del cielo y de la tierra. Quien escucha su palabra y cree en el Padre, que lo envio
al mundo, tiene la vida eterna (cfr. In 5,24). El es «el cordero de Dios que quita el pecado del mun-

do» (Jn 1,29.36), el sumo Sacerdote que, probado en todo como nosotros, puede compadecer nuestras debilida-
des (cfr. Heb 4,14ss) y, “hecho perfecto” a través de la experiencia dolorosa de la cruz, es «causa de salvacion
eterna para todos los que le obedecen» (Heb 5,9).
