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POPE FRANCIS

Dear Brothers and Sisters, Good morning,

The Gospel this Sunday is the Parable of the Talents. The passage from St Matthew (25:14-30) tells of a man who, before
setting off on a journey, calls his servants and entrusts his assets to them in talents, extremely valuable ancient coins. That
master entrusts five talents to the first servant, two to the second, and one to the third. During the master’s absence, the
three servants must earn a profit from this patrimony. The first and second servants each double the initial value of the
capital. The third, however, for fear of losing it all, buries the talent he received in a hole. Upon the master’s return, the
first two receive praise and rewards, while the third, who returned only the coin he had received, is reproached and pun-
ished.

The meaning of this is clear. The man in the parable represents Jesus, we are the servants, and the talents are the inher-
itance that the Lord entrusts to us. What is the inheritance? His Word, the Eucharist, faith in the Heavenly Father, his for-
giveness..., in other words, so many things, his most precious treasures. This is the inheritance that He entrusts to us, not
only to safeguard, but to make fruitful! While in common usage the term “talent” indicates a pronounced individual quali-
ty, for example talent in music, in sport, and so on, in the parable, talent represents the riches of the Lord, which He en-
trusts to us so that we make them bear fruit. The hole dug into the soil by the “wicked and slothful servant” (v. 26) points
to the fear of risk which blocks creativity and the fruitfulness of love, because the fear of the risks of love stop us. Jesus
does not ask us to store his grace in a safe! Jesus does not ask us for this, but He wants us to use it to benefit others. All
the goods that we have received are to give to others, and thus they increase, as if He were to tell us: “Here is my mercy,
my tenderness, my forgiveness: take them and make ample use of them”. And what have we done with them? Whom have
we “infected” with our faith? How many people have we encouraged with our hope? How much love have we shared with
our neighbor? These are questions that will do us good to ask ourselves. Any environment, even the furthest and most im-
practical, can become a place where our talents can bear fruit. There are no situations or places precluded from the Chris-
tian presence and witness. The witness which Jesus asks of us is not closed, but is open, it is in our hands.

PAPA FRANCISCO

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, jbuenos dias!

El Evangelio de este domingo es la parabola de los talentos, tomada de san Mateo (25, 14-30). Relata acerca de un hom-
bre que, antes de partir para un viaje, convoco a sus siervos y les confio su patrimonio en talentos, monedas antiguas de
grandisimo valor. Ese patron dejo6 al primer siervo cinco talentos, al segundo dos, al tercero uno. Durante la ausencia del
patron, los tres siervos tenian que hacer fructificar ese patrimonio. El primer y el segundo siervo duplicaron cada uno el
capital inicial; el tercero, en cambio, por miedo a perder todo, sepultd el talento recibido en un hoyo. Al regresar el patron,
los dos primeros recibieron la alabanza y la recompensa, mientras que el tercero, que restituyo solo la moneda recibida,
fue reprendido y castigado.

Es claro el significado de esto. El hombre de la parabola representa a Jesus, los siervos somos nosotros y los talentos son
el patrimonio que el Sefior nos confia. ;Cual es el patrimonio? Su Palabra, la Eucaristia, la fe en el Padre celestial, su
perdon... en definitiva, muchas cosas, sus bienes més preciosos. Este es el patrimonio que El nos confia. No s6lo para cus-
todiar, sino para fructificar. Mientras que en el uso comun el término «talentoy» indica una destacada cualidad individual
—por ejemplo el talento en la musica, en el deporte, etc.—, en la parabola los talentos representan los bienes del Sefior,
que El nos confia para que los hagamos fructificar. El hoyo cavado en la tierra por el «siervo negligente y holgazany (v.
26) indica el miedo a arriesgar que bloquea la creatividad y la fecundidad del amor. Porque el miedo a los riesgos del
amor nos bloquea. Jesus no nos pide que conservemos su gracia en una caja fuerte. Jesiis no nos pide esto, sino mas bien
quiere que la usemos en beneficio de los demas. Todos los bienes que hemos recibido son para darlos a los demas, y asi
crecen. Es como si nos dijera: «Aqui tienes mi misericordia, mi ternura, mi perdon: tomalos y haz amplio uso de ello». Y
nosotros, ;qué hemos hecho con ello? ;A quién hemos «contagiado» con nuestra fe? ;A cuantas personas hemos alentado
con nuestra esperanza? ;Cuanto amor hemos compartido con nuestro projimo? Son preguntas que nos hara bien plantear-
nos. Cualquier ambiente, incluso el mas lejano e inaccesible, puede convertirse en lugar donde fructifiquen los talentos.
No existen situaciones o sitios que sean obstaculo para la presencia y el testimonio cristiano. El testimonio que Jess nos
pide no es cerrado, es abierto, depende de nosotros.
