Dear Brothers and Sisters,

The beauty of this season lies in the fact that it invites us to live our ordinary life as a journey of holi-
ness, that is, of faith and friendship with Jesus continually discovered and rediscovered as Teacher and
Lord, the Way, the Truth and the Life of man.

This 1s what John's Gospel suggests to us in today's liturgy when it presents the first meeting between
Jesus and some of those who were to become his Apostles. They had been disciples of John the Baptist
and John himself directed them to Jesus when, after baptizing him in the Jordan, he pointed him out as
"the Lamb of God" (Jn 1: 36).

Two of his disciples then followed the Messiah who asked them: "What are you looking for?". The
two asked him: "Teacher, where do you stay?". And Jesus answered: "Come and see", that is, he invit-
ed them to follow him and stay with him for a while. They were so impressed in the few hours that they
spent with Jesus that one of them, Andrew, said to his brother Simon: "We have found the Messiah".
Here are two especially important words: "seek" and "find".

To seek and find Christ, the inexhaustible source of truth and life: the Word of God asks us to take up,
at the beginning of the New Year, this never-ending journey of faith. We too ask Jesus: "Teacher,
where do you stay?", and he answers us: "Come and see". For the believer it is always a ceaseless
search and a new discovery, because Christ is the same yesterday, today and forever, but we, the world
and history, are never the same, and he comes to meet us to give us his communion and the fullness of
life. Let us ask the Virgin Mary to help us to follow Jesus, savoring each day the joy of penetrating
deeper and deeper into his mystery.

BENEDICTO XVI

Queridos hermanos y hermanas:

La belleza de este tiempo estd en el hecho de que nos invita a vivir nuestra vida ordinaria como un iti-
nerario de santidad, es decir, de fe y de amistad con Jesus, continuamente descubierto y redescubierto
como Maestro y Sefior, camino, verdad y vida del hombre.

Buscar y encontrar a Cristo, manantial inagotable de verdad y de vida: la palabra de Dios nos invita a
reanudar, al inicio de un nuevo afio, este camino de fe que nunca concluye. "Maestro, ;donde vives?",
preguntamos también nosotros a Jesus, y €l nos responde: "Venid y lo veréis".

Para el creyente es siempre una bisqueda incesante y un nuevo descubrimiento, porque Cristo es el
mismo ayer, hoy y siempre, pero nosotros, el mundo, la historia, no somos nunca los mismos, y €l vie-
ne a nuestro encuentro para donarnos su comunion y la plenitud de la vida.
