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POPE FRANCIS
Saint Peter's Square
Fifth Sunday of Easter, 3 May 2015
Dear Brothers and Sisters, Good morning!
Jesus is the vine, and through Him — like the sap in the tree — the very love of God, the Holy Spirit is passed to
the branches. Look: we are the branches, and through this parable, Jesus wants us to understand the importance of
remaining united to him. The branches are not self-sufficient, but depend totally on the vine, in which the source
of their life is found. So it is with us Christians. Grafted by Baptism in Christ, we have freely received the gift of
new life from Him; and thanks to the Church we are able to remain in vital communion with Christ. We must re-
main faithful to Baptism, and grow in intimacy with the Lord through prayer, listening and docility to His Word
— read the Gospel —, participation in the Sacraments, especially the Eucharist and Reconciliation.
When one is intimately united to Jesus, he enjoys the gifts of the Holy Spirit, which are — as St Paul tells us —
“love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control” (Gal 5:22). These are the
gifts that we receive if we remain united in Jesus; and therefore a person who is so united in Him does so much
good for neighbour and society, is a Christian person. In fact, one is recognized as a true Christian by this attitude,
as a tree is recognized by its fruit. The fruits of this profound union with Christ are wonderful: our whole person is
transformed by the grace of the Spirit: soul, understanding, will, affections, and even body, because we are united
body and soul. We receive a new way of being, the life of Christ becomes our own: we are able to think like Him,
to act like Him, to see the world and the things in it with the eyes of Jesus. And so we are able to love our brothers,
beginning with the poorest and those who suffer the most, as He did and love them with His heart, and so bear
fruits of goodness, of charity, and of peace in the world.

Each one of us is a branch of the one vine; and all of us together are called to bear the fruits of this common mem-
bership in Christ and in the Church. Let us entrust ourselves to the intercession of the Virgin Mary, so that we
might be able to be living branches in the Church and witness to our faith in a consistent manner — consistency of
one’s own life and thought, of life and faith — knowing that all of us, according to our particular vocations, partic-
ipate in the one saving mission of Christ.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, jbuenos dias!

Jestis es la vid y a través de El —como la savia en el drbol— pasa a los sarmientos el amor mismo de Dios, el Espiritu
Santo. Es asi: nosotros somos los sarmientos, y a través de esta parabola Jesus quiere hacernos entender la importancia
de permanecer unidos a El. Los sarmientos no son autosuficientes, sino que dependen totalmente de la vid, en donde se
encuentra la fuente de su vida. Asi es para nosotros cristianos. Insertados con el Bautismo en Cristo, hemos recibido
gratuitamente de El el don de la vida nueva; y podemos permanecer en comunion vital con Cristo. Es necesario manten-
erse fieles al Bautismo, y crecer en la amlstad con el Sefior mediante la oracion, la oracion de todos los dias, la escucha
y la docilidad a su Palabra —Ileer el Evangelio—, la participacion en los Sacramentos, especialmente en la Eucaristia y
Reconciliacion. Si uno estd intimamente unido a Jesus, goza de los dones del Espiritu Santo, que —como nos dice san
Pablo— son «amor, alegria, paz, magnanimidad, benevolencia, bondad, fidelidad, mansedumbre, dominio de si» (Gal 5,
22). Estos son los dones que recibimos si permanecemos unidos a Jesus; y como consecuencia, una persona que esta asi
unida a El hace mucho bien al préjimo y a la sociedad, es una persona cristiana. De estas actltudes de hecho, se
reconoce si uno es un auténtico cristiano, como por los frutos se reconoce al arbol. Los frutos de esta union profunda
con Jesus son maravillosos: toda nuestra persona es transformada por la gracia del Espiritu: alma, inteligencia, voluntad,
afectos, y también el cuerpo, porque somos unidad de espiritu y cuerpo. Recibimos un nuevo modo de ser, la vida de
Cristo se convierte también en la nuestra: podemos pensar como El, actuar como El, ver el mundo y las cosas con los
ojos de Jesus. Como consecuencia, podemos amar a nuestros hermanos comenzando por los mas pobres y los que su-
fren, como hizo El, y amarlos con su corazén y llevar asi al mundo frutos de bondad, de caridad y de paz.

Cada uno de nosotros es un sarmiento de la tinica vid; y todos juntos estamos llamados a llevar los frutos de esta
pertenencia comun a Cristo y a la Iglesia. Encomendémonos a la intercesion de la Virgen Maria, para que podamos ser
sarmientos vivos en la Iglesia y testimoniar de manera coherente nuestra fe —coherencia de vida y pensamiento, de
vida y fe—, conscientes de que todos, de acuerdo a nuestra vocacion particular, participamos de la tmica mision salvifi-
ca de Cristo.
