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Pope Benedict XVI

During his entry into Jerusalem, the people paid homage to Jesus as the Son of David with the words of the
pilgrims of Psalm 118[117]: "Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!
Hosanna in the highest!" (Mt 21: 9). He then arrived at the temple. There, however, in the place that should
have been taken up by the encounter between God and man, he found livestock merchants and money-
changers who occupied this place of prayer with their commerce. Certainly, the animals on sale were destined
to be burned as sacrifices in the temple, and since in the temple it was impossible to use coins that bore the
likeness of the Roman emperors, who were in opposition to the true God, they had to be exchanged for coins
that did not show the idolatrous image. All this, however, could have taken place elsewhere: the place where
this was now occurring should have been, in accordance with its destined purpose, the atrium of pagans. In-
deed, the God of Israel was precisely the one God of all peoples. And although pagans did not enter, so to
speak, into the Revelation, they could however, in the atrium of faith, join in the prayer to the one God. The
God of Israel, the God of all people, had always been awaiting their prayers too, their seeking, their invoca-
tions. Instead, commerce was prevailing - dealings legalized by the competent authority which, in its turn,
profited from the merchants' earnings. The merchants acted correctly, complying with the law in force, but the
law itself was corrupt. "Covetousness... is idolatry", the Letter to the Colossians says (3: 5). This was the idol-
atry Jesus came up against in the face of which he cites Isaiah: "My house shall be called a house of pray-
er'" (Mt 21: 13; cf. Is 56: 7), and Jeremiah: "But you make it a den of robbers" (Mt 21: 13; cf. Jer 7: 11).
Against the wrongly interpreted order, Jesus with his prophetic gesture defends the true order which is found
in the Law and the Prophets.

Papa Benedicto XVI

Durante la entrada en Jerusalén, la gente rinde homenaje a Jestis como Hijo de David con las palabras
del Salmo 118 de los peregrinos: «jHosanna al Hijo de David! jBendito el que viene en nombre del Sefior!
jHosanna en el cielo!» (Mt 21, 9). Después, llega al templo. Pero en el espacio donde debia realizarse el
encuentro entre Dios y el hombre halla a vendedores de palomas y cambistas que ocupan con sus negocios el
lugar de oracion.Ciertamente, los animales que se vendian alli estaban destinados a los sacrificios para inmo-
lar en el templo. Y puesto que en el templo no se podian usar las monedas en las que estaban representados los
emperadores romanos, que estaban en contraste con el Dios verdadero, era necesario cambiarlas por monedas
que no tuvieran imagenes idolatricas. Pero todo esto se podia hacer en otro lugar: el espacio donde se hacia
entonces debia ser, de acuerdo con su destino, el atrio de los paganos. En efecto, el Dios de Israel era precis-
amente el tnico Dios de todos los pueblos. Y aunque los paganos no entraban, por decirlo asi, en el interior de
la Revelacion, sin embargo en el atrio de la fe podian asociarse a la oracion al tinico Dios. El Dios de Israel, el
Dios de todos los hombres, siempre esperaba también su oracion, su busqueda, su invocacion.En cambio, en-
tonces predominaban alli los negocios, legalizados por la autoridad competente que, a su vez, participaba en
las ganancias de los mercaderes. Los vendedores actuaban correctamente segin el ordenamiento vigente, pero
el ordenamiento mismo estaba corrompido. «La codicia es idolatriax», dice la carta a los Colosenses (cf. Col 3,
5). Esta es la idolatria que Jesus encuentra y ante la cual cita a Isaias: «Mi casa serd llamada casa de
oracion» (Mt 21, 13; cf. Is 56, 7), y a Jeremias: «Pero vosotros estdis haciendo de ella una cueva de la-
drones» (Mt 21, 13; cf. Jr 7, 11). Contra el orden mal interpretado Jesus, con su gesto profético, defiende el
orden verdadero que se encuentra en la Ley y en los Profetas.
