The book of the Acts of the Apostles states that after a first violent persecution, the Christian community of
Jerusalem, except for the Apostles, spread to the surrounding areas. Philip, one of the deacons, arrived in a
city of Samaria. There he preached the Risen Christ, and his proclamation was supported by numerous heal-
ings, so that the outcome of the episode was very positive: “there was much joy in that city” (Acts 8:8). We
are repeatedly impressed in a profound way by this expression, which in essence communicates a sense of
hope, as if saying: It is possible! It is possible for humanity to know true joy, because wherever the Gospel
comes, life flourishes, just as arid ground, irrigated by rain, immediately turns back to green. With the
strength of the Holy Spirit, Philip and the other disciples accomplished in the villages of Palestine what Jesus
had done: They preached the Good News and worked miraculous signs. It was the Lord who acted through
them. As Jesus proclaimed the coming of the Kingdom of God, so the disciples proclaimed the Risen Jesus,
professing that he is the Christ, the Son of God, baptizing in his name and driving out every illness of body
and spirit. “There was much joy in that city”. Reading this passage, one thinks spontaneously of the healing
power of the Gospel, which throughout the centuries has “watered” so many populations, like a beneficent
river. Several great men and women saints brought hope and peace to entire cities — we think of Charles Bor-
romeo in Milan at the time of the plague, of Bl. Mother Teresa of Calcutta, and of so many missionaries,
whose names are known by God, who have given their lives to bring the proclamation of Christ and make
profound joy flower among men. While the powers of this world sought to conquer new territories for politi-
cal and economic interests, Christ’s messengers went everywhere with the aim of bringing Christ to men and
men to Christ, knowing that he alone can give true freedom and eternal life. Today too the Church’s vocation
is evangelization: whether it be to populations which have not yet been “irrigated” by the living water of the
Gospel, or to those that, though having ancient Christian roots, are in need of new nourishment to bear new
fruit and rediscover the beauty and joy of the faith.

En el libro de los Hechos de los Apdstoles se narra que, tras una primera violenta persecucion, la comunidad
cristiana de Jerusalén, a excepcion de los Apdstoles, se dispersé en las regiones circundantes y Felipe, uno de
los didconos, lleg6 a una ciudad de Samaria. Alli predicé a Cristo resucitado y numerosas curaciones acompa-
flaron su anuncio, de forma que la conclusion del episodio es muy significativa: «La ciudad se llen6 de
alegria» (Hch 8, 8). Cada vez nos impresiona esta expresion, que esencialmente nos comunica un sentido de
esperanza; como si dijera: jes posible! Es posible que la humanidad conozca la verdadera alegria, porque
donde llega el Evangelio, florece la vida; como un terreno arido que, regado por la lluvia, inmediatamente
reverdece. Felipe y los demads discipulos, con la fuerza del Espiritu Santo, hicieron en los pueblos de Palestina
lo que habia hecho Jesus: predicaron la Buena Nueva y realizaron signos prodigiosos. Era el Sefior quien ac-
tuaba por medio de ellos. Como Jesus anunciaba la venida del reino de Dios, asi los discipulos anunciaron a
Jesus resucitado, profesando que ¢l es Cristo, el Hijo de Dios, bautizando en su nombre y expulsando toda
enfermedad del cuerpo y del espiritu. «La ciudad se llend de alegria». Leyendo este pasaje, espontdneamente
se piensa en la fuerza sanadora del Evangelio, que a lo largo de los siglos ha «regado», como rio benéfico, a
tantas poblaciones. Algunos grandes santos y santas han llevado esperanza y paz a ciudades enteras: pensemos
en san Carlos Borromeo en Milan, en el tiempo de la peste; en la beata madre Teresa de Calcuta; y en tantos
misioneros, cuyos nombres Dios conoce, que han dado la vida por llevar el anuncio de Cristo y hacer que
florezca entre los hombres la alegria profunda. Mientras los poderosos de este mundo buscaban conquistar
nuevos territorios por intereses politicos y econdmicos, los mensajeros de Cristo iban por todas partes con el
objetivo de llevar a Cristo a los hombres y a los hombres a Cristo, sabiendo que sélo €l puede dar la verdadera
libertad y la vida eterna. También hoy la vocacion de la Iglesia es la evangelizacion: tanto de las poblaciones
que todavia no han sido «regadas» por el agua viva del Evangelio; como de aquellas que, aun teniendo anti-
guas raices cristianas, necesitan linfa nueva para dar nuevos frutos, y redescubrir la belleza y la alegria de la
fe.
